Subject/Topic/Activity: Language arts – Making inferences. 
1. Standards:
· CCSS.ELA-Literacy.RL.2.3 Describe how characters in a story respond to major events and challenges.
2. Objectives: We are learning to (WALT) make inferences to understand characters.
3. Materials:  Book: Erandi’s Braids, inferencing interactive graphic organizer
4. Procedures:

             Introduction: 
· “Today boys and girls we will continue practicing making inferences about how characters are feeling in a story.  We are going to read the book Erandi’s Braids which is about a girl name Erandi who lives with her mother in a village in Mexico.  Erandi’s birthday is coming up and her family does not have much money to buy her a gift.  We will be stopping throughout the story to think and make inferences, the things you should be doing while reading!  When we make our inference we will record it on this graphic organizer.  We are going to be looking specifically how Erandi is feeling and then you will give me clues as to why you think that.”

· Have the students turn and talk about what two things we use to make out inferences. Read Erandi’s Braids stopping at various marked pages to see how Erandi is feeling now.  
· Write these answers on the whiteboard in the interactive graphic organizer.

· After each inference about how she is feeling, have the students tell you why they thought that through specific clues in the text and their own schema. 

             Body:

· “Nice work boys and girls!  We have made some great inferences just now!  Now what we are going to do is continue working on our inferencing worksheet that we started last week.”
· Pull up this on the document camera.   

· “I just wanted to review what we did last week to make sure that we are highlighting the correct words in the passage that can help us making an inference and using our schema to help as well.  

· Review #2 and then have the students work on their own

            Closing:
· Pick a square on the inferencing worksheet and have two students share their inferences based on the content and their schema.

· “Boys and girls whenever we are reading we must be making inferences based on the content and our schema.”
